The spiral curriculum is an

educational approach where key
concepts are revisited at intervals
throughout a student's education,
with each encounter increasing in
complexity and building upon
prior knowledge. This repetitive
reinforcement ensures deeper
understanding and retention of the
subject matter over time.

/_< KEY PRINCIPLES %

¢ Cyclical: Students return to the
same topic several times.

¢ Increasing Depth: Each time,
the topic should be learned at a
deeper level.

* Prior Knowledge: Prior
knowledge should be used
when returning to a topic to
build from students’ foundations.
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
